HINTS & TIPS

e Start collecting and pricing stuff now. Don’t wait until
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the last minute.
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e Don’t have enough stuff? Combine with a neighbor.
Make sure to mark stuff so you know whose is whose.
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e Since HANA is not providing individual signs, it’s up to
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you to make your sale visible to passers-by! Be creative:
neon signs, flags, balloons, banners, etc.

e Put the “good stuff” on display up front to get people to
stop at your sale.

e  Group like items and keep displays neat to encourage sales.
e Provide free water or let the kids sell lemonade or cans of cold soda from a cooler.

e Put your checkout table at the end of the driveway. Use a money apron or fanny
pack for your cash, calculator, and cell phone. Do not use a cashbox.

e  Save plastic bags from the grocery store for buyers to put their purchases in.

e If you are selling anything electrical (lamps, radios, etc.), have a working extension
cord or outlet strip so buyers can test to see if the item works.

¢ Go to your bank and get plenty of change beforehand. As a rule of thumb: (2) $10,
(4) $5, (25) $1, and one roll each of quarters, nickels, and dimes.

e Be prepared to negotiate. It’s all part of the experience.
e Finally - have fun, and gab with your neighbors!

CicADASs VisiT HANA
(AND THE REST OF THE MIDWEST!)

After a 17-year wait, the cicadas will emerge from the
ground in late May and begin their distinctive whirring
sound for approximately six weeks.

The good news is that cicadas don’t bite or
sting, and are harmless to people and pets.
The bad news is that you may have to
postpone outdoor painting and prepare for
extra-noisy guests at outdoor parties and
picnics. Because cicadas can damage newly
transplanted trees and plants when laying

eggs, you may want to delay plantings.

After boring out of the ground and shedding their
exoskeletons, the males will begin their “song” to attract
females. The females will make slits in small braches and
trees to lay their eggs. Six weeks later, the adult cicadas will
die off and their offspring will reappear in 2024.

If you care to get close enough, you can distinguish the 17-
year cicadas from the annual cicadas by their red eyes (the
annual ones have green eyes.) They will be concentrated in
areas that were heavily wooded or had established trees in
1990 (when they last emerged).
